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INTRODUCTION

There was a significant decrease in overall crime and other related incidents across the country compared
to last month. In general there were 402 incidents in the month of August as compared to 457 in July.
Nevertheless, the month of August had its fair share of security challenges ranging from serious security
threats, such as armed robbery and terrorism, down to mild threats such as theft. However, it is becoming
more apparent that the government has intensified their security coverage in the country, as several
criminals that have been terrorizing residents were neutralized and terrorist attacks thwarted.

In Nairobi, theft was the most prevalent crime over the past month, profusely occurring in factories and
godown properties in Industrial Area. Meanwhile, murder was the most prevalent form of crime reported
in the rest of the country, with most incidents being caused by domestic disputes that resulted in a family
member killing the kin over a disagreement. Also notable this month were fire incidents, with 41 reported
countrywide. We once again stress the need for caution especially when at home and the need to at least
have a fire extinguisher and some emergency numbers to contact during distress. The most effective way
to protect yourself and your home from fire is to identify and remove fire hazards.

We have compiled the following report to help you recognise the most common threats in your region,
so that you can take any mitigation steps if necessary. Remember a proactive approach is the best way to
boost your security. For your own information we have put below a list of incidents that have been noted
on our end this past month, with a matching analysis intended to show the current trends.

HIGHLIGHTS OF THE MONTH:
B On Monday 1%t August 2016, along Limuru Road. Two suspects were apprehended by our security
guards after they attempted to steal from an office within a mall in the area. They were handed
over to the police.

B On Thursday 11t August 2016, in Baba Dogo. An employee of an industrial property in the area
was apprehended after he was found in possession of stolen items.

Security Guards, bouncers have power to arrest, search without warrant

Private security guards now have powers to arrest and hand you over to police if you commit an offense
within the premises they are securing. The Private Security Regulation A, 2016 also allows private security
providers including watchmen, bouncers, and guards to search any person entering or leaving premises
within which they are providing security services. “A guard or a security officer manning a building or
responsible for any property may search a person on entry or exit of that building or property without a
warrant,” the Act reads in part.

But the Act prohibits private security officers from infringing on constitutional rights while exercising such
powers. The Act provides for stiffer penalties for those who violate the rights of people being arrested,
including cancellation of licenses and jail terms upon conviction.

Security firms are required to provide basic training for new employees where state institutions do not
provide it. Internal training systems are expected to cover international and national law, cultural
sensitivity, first aid and gender issues.

The new law also says private security companies should cooperate with national law enforcement
authorities. They will be required to provide any information necessary for law enforcement or crime
prevention, while respecting client confidentiality and without contravening the law.

The law also states that private security guards must not have any affiliation with political movements,
paramilitary or criminal groups, or security agencies, according to the law.

The firms are restrained from hiring people dishonourably dismissed from disciplined services in the
country or abroad, and guards must obtain police clearance forms before being employed. The law also
prohibits private security firms and guards from using or allowing the use of uniforms similar to those of
discipline forces and national security organs.

Private security firms are restricted from branding their vehicles in colours resembling those of any of
disciplined forces. The law also prohibits similar to those of a national security organ or a similar to those

Use or installation of equipment capable of intercepting or otherwise interfering with another person's
communication is prohibited.
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The firms are also restricted from the installation of communication tools or systems capable of interfering
with a communication system used by national security institutions. The new laws will be operational
once Interior CS Joseph Nkaissery forms a regulatory board recommended by the Act......ccceeecrecneennes The
Star, Tuesday 9" August 2016.

New breed of violent criminals use laptops to transfer cash from victims

A new breed of violent criminals is using laptops to transfer cash from bank accounts of their kidnapped
victims. Samuel Mwangi, 29, is still shaken after the thugs slit his throat on a Friday night before emptying
his account of Sh500,000, throwing into disarray his wedding planned for Saturday.

In what appears to be sophisticated cybercrime that has spread even to rural towns, the criminals are
targeting bank account holders and draining all their savings. Mwangi, a clinical officer, was leaving work
at around 5.30pm on Friday when he was abducted at Mung’etho in Narumoru by three men armed with
a pistol and a pen knife. The three smartly dressed men masqueraded as Good Samaritans who offered
the medic, who works at a local dispensary, a lift to Narumoru. That they called him by his title ‘daktari’
and offered to give him a lift in the white Toyota NZE whose registration he gave as only KBW.

He intended to get to his parents’ home in Ichuga in Nanyuki, and then travel to Mombasa to finalise plans
for his wedding, which will take place this weekend. The driver was a dark-skinned lanky man in his late
20s and on the passenger seat was an older man, light in complexion and stocky. However, after a short
distance, the car stopped to pick up another man who was identified as a close friend of the driver and
who sat with Mwangi in the back seat. But the friendly mood in the car changed after the third man
boarded.

The driver diverted to a rough road, which leads to Aguthi village. “l told the trio that | was in a rush since
| had to go to Nanyuki before travelling to Nairobi and Mombasa, but the driver barked at me saying they
wanted to pass by another place and then proceed to Narumoru,” said Mwangi. The man seated next to
him produced a handkerchief soaked in a chemical that he suspects to be chloroform and covered his
nose with it, knocking him unconscious.

“l was unconscious for about 30 minutes and when | recovered, | found out that we were in a forested
area and one of the men was holding a gun to my face. He threatened to kill me if | didn’t provide the PIN
for my Equity Bank Internet account.

The man in the front passenger seat had also moved to the back seat where they sandwiched me,” he
recalls. Apart from the gun, one of the men had a laptop with internet connectivity using a modem.
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“What surprised me is that they did not ask for my account number or whether | had an internet account.
They just wanted my pin number,” he said. Mwangi hesitated, and the men held him tight, and even went
to the extent of slitting his neck. “As a medical practitioner, | knew it would only take me three minutes
of bleeding to death if they cut the carotid artery and | gave out my PIN. The thugs transferred over
Sh500,000 to another account, and they then covered me with the same chemical. | blacked out again,”
he said.

What amazes Mwangi is that the thugs did not steal the Sh700 he had in his pockets and another Sh9,000
he had stashed in his socks. Mwangi woke up at around 9.30pm in a deserted area where they had
dropped him. He walked for about 10 minutes towards the Nairobi-Nanyuki road where a boda boda
cyclist took him to Narumoru Police Station. Mwangi says he suspects the criminals had been provided
with his account details, probably by a bank employee. “l don’t understand how they acquired my account
number, noting that the money was deposited to my account as part of contributions towards my
upcoming wedding about two weeks ago. | think the criminals had been provided with my details and
they only wanted my PIN to transfer all the money | had,” he said.

Mwangi boarded a matatu to his parents’ home in Nanyuki, before reporting the matter at Nanyuki Police
Station. He later sought treatment at Nanyuki Teaching and Referral Hospital. On Saturday morning,
Mwangi reported the robbery at his Nanyuki Equity Bank branch, where a quick trace indicated that the
funds were transferred to numerous accounts within Equity and another bank. “The bank staff told me
they will work with the police in conducting further investigations, but my worry is who had given out my
bank account details,” he said.....cceceeerrceecencnes The Standard, Monday 8" August 2016.

Revealed: Nyeri Slums Used As Hideouts by Wanted Nairobi Criminals

Slums in Nyeri have turned into hideouts for some of Nairobi’'s most wanted criminals, police have
revealed. The slums, Witemere, Kiawara, Ngangarithi, Kangemi and Majengo, have been classified by
police as the favorite hideouts for criminals, most of whom are on the wanted list for crimes committed
in Nairobi and central Kenya. A number of estates around Nyeri town, including Kamakwa and Skuta, have
also been fingered as potential hideouts.

According to police sources, armed criminals operating in Nairobi and Kiambu counties usually escape to
Nyeri to evade police dragnets. A source who spoke on condition of anonymity said most of the criminals
are from Nyeri who horned their skills in local gangs before moving to the big city.

“Most of the profiled criminals come from Nyeri. They operate in Nairobi and when they realize they are
about to be caught or when police operations are heightened, they run to these slums in Nyeri to lay low,”
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said the source who cannot be named because he is not cleared to address the media on police
investigations. Poor accessibility and high population density gives the criminals an edge over detectives
to escape in case they are tracked down.

Two of the most wanted men criminals in Nyeri town, identified by their aliases Talanta and Jamaica, and
who are said to be responsible for a series of violent robberies in Nyeri town, have somehow managed to
evade police efforts to arrest them in the slums.

The Divisional Commanding Officer in charge of Nyeri Central Masai Makau explained how the criminals
have recruited lookouts and devised modes of communication to alert them of the presence of any police
officers in the slums. They are said to even hire street children to act as spies on police activities or the
presence of unfamiliar faces in the slums.

“They are very fast in communicating and whenever an unfamiliar face is spotted they will vanish. They
have lookouts everywhere,” said Mr Makau. So good are the onlookers that they are able to spot out even
plain cloth detectives. They seemingly have a tight understanding of who the true slum dwellers are.

“They know the people they live with, so any unfamiliar face automatically raises a red flag,” said the area
OCPD. On four separate occasions last month three of the most wanted criminals managed to escape
police ambush in operations organised by the Directorate of Criminal Investigations (DClI).

In all incidents they escaped through the slums where they knew police will not engage them in a gunfight.
“Police officers cannot continue firing live bullets in a densely habited area because innocent people could
get injured in the shootout. The criminals know this and they try to use it to their advantage,” said Mr
Makau. “There are so many scattered slums in Nyeri which makes policing quite challenging because
community policing in those areas is rather inactive,” he added. Police have warned that the criminals are
heavily armed and dangerous but maintained that efforts to apprehend them are
UNAErWaY.weeeseessersssessnes Nairobi News, Friday 19t" August 2016.

Fire Prevention Tips

Install carbon monoxide alarms in central locations on every level of your home and outside
sleeping areas.

Teach your children what smoke alarms sound like and what to do when they hear one.
Test smoke alarms once a month, if they’re not working, change the batteries.
Use a portable fire extinguisher only if you have been trained.

Know your local emergency number. Put stickers and magnets with emergency numbers on your
refrigerator and every telephone in the house.

If your clothes are on fire; Stop, Drop, and Roll until the fire is out. Shout for help, but don't run.
Running makes fire burn faster.

Stay in the kitchen when frying, grilling or broiling food. If you leave the kitchen, even for a short
period of time, turn off the stove.

Ensure that all household members know two ways to escape from every room of your home.
Make sure everyone knows where to meet outside in case of fire.
Practice escaping from your home at least twice a year and at different times of the day.

Keep items that can catch on fire at least three feet away from anything that gets hot, such as
space heaters.

Keep matches and lighters up high, out of the reach of children, preferably in a cabinet with a child
lock.

Keep candles at least one foot from anything that can burn. Blow out candles when you leave the
room or go to sleep.
