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INTRODUCTION

The overall crime level in the month of November as compared to October declined contrary to the
perception that crime levels tend to increase in November as criminals ratchets up activity in readiness
for the holiday season. In total there were 384 incidents reported in November as compared to 416 in
October. Even though there was a reduction in the crime rate, we urge you to pay close attention to your
personal security at all times and monitor the media about possible new safety or security risks.

The country is on high terror alert following alleged plans by terror groups Al-Shabaab and ISIS to attack
public service vehicles, border regions, and Mombasa. This is based on intelligence gathered on the
groups’ planned activities ahead of the festive season. As we approach the festive season, think seriously
about whether you need to travel to border regions due to the high-level of risk. If you do travel, do your
research and take extra safety precautions by preparing a contingency plan. We also urge you to exercise
vigilance when going about your activities, avoid large gatherings if possible as they are potential targets
and hotspots for terrorisms, report any suspicious activities/items, and strictly follow your instincts and
stay as safe as possible.

We have compiled the following report to help you recognise the most common threats in your region,
so that you can take any mitigation steps if necessary. Remember, a proactive approach is the best way
to boost your security.

HIGHLIGHTS OF THE MONTH:
B On Friday 4" November 2016, Industrial Area. An attempted break-in was reported at an industrial
property in the area. A lone thug had accessed the compound by digging blocks from the wall but
was forced to flee after our Mobile Response Team responded.

B On Tuesday 8" November 2016, along Likoni Road, Industrial Area. Two employees of an industrial
company in the area were apprehended after they were caught on CCCTV camera stealing
company items. The suspects were escorted to the Industrial Area Police Station by our Mobile
Response Team.

B On Wednesday 9" November 2016, along Ruaka Road. Four burglars who had attempted break
into a construction company in the area were forced to flee after sighting our guards
approaching. Nothing was reported stolen after the incident.

B On Friday 18™ November 2016, along Loita Street. A fire broke out at a commercial premises in
the area but was quickly put out by five of our guards who responded to the situation.

Tips to help you keep your young ones out of harm’s way

Every so often, cases of children getting hurt or dying in accidents at home are reported. However, many
more go unreported. “If every case of a child burnt, injured or killed in a house accident were reported,
the numbers would be alarming,” says Becky Siwa, an interior designer who specialises in child proofing.

A recent study by the University of Alabama at Birmingham in the US said one in every four children is
likely to be killed by fire, burns, drowning, choking, poisoning, or falls than by a violent attack by a stranger.

Ms Sarah Ndirangu, who specialises in child proofing homes, says it is important to look out for the
dangers in your house. “It might not be obvious, but that electric socket might be too close to the floor
for your three-year-old child’s safety,” she says.

According to the US Centre for Disease Control and Prevention, about 2.3 million children are accidentally
injured every year, resulting in more than 2,500 deaths. While corresponding statistics might be lacking
in Kenyan, Ms Monicah Kabiru, a house safety expert with Olmarei Interiors, says it is important to ensure
that the house is safe for your child.

The first thing you should do is define your child’s stage in life and then position yourself at his or her eye
level. For instance, is the child crawling, toddling or climbing?

“Once you answer these questions correctly, it is easy to decide what steps to take,” she says.

If your baby has started crawling, you can get down on all fours and look at the things within the baby’s
eye-view (territory scooping): what’s within reach? What looks tempting? Where would you go if you
were to crawl, toddle, or walk? “This will help you figure out which cupboards, drawers, and other spaces
your child might get into,” she explains, adding that as the baby starts walking and climbing, you’ll have
to re-evaluate the measures you have taken.

To reinforce territory scooping, Ms Siwa emphasise the importance of locking up poisonous and other
hazardous items including cleaning products, medicines, and sharp implements.

Use barriers to limit your child’s access to areas that contain dangerous items.

“Children have a tendency of putting objects into their mouths so it is important to be on the lookout for
small objects that the baby might choke on,” says Ms Ndirangu. Consequently, you should always

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While the most obvious risks seem to be poisoning and choking on objects, power outlets and furniture
pose just as much of a risk to small children. A power socket or extension cable touching the flour is very
attractive to a toddler.

“You honestly do not expect a child not to touch a white rectangular thing with multiple red lights flashing
on it. No matter the danger, the child’s curiosity will get the better of him or her. And that will be your
fault because you are supposed to look after the child,” she says.

With regard to furniture, Ms. Kabiru’s says, “When the baby starts walking, it will obviously prop itself up
using the surrounding furniture. What might happen if the furniture is shaky? | leave that to your
imagination.”

Ms Kabiru says childproofing is inexhaustible but what matters is for the parent or guardian to be always
on the lookout for any danger to the child.

“However, some of the things are common sense. You do not need to be told that you should leave your
child in the bath tub only with water below the ankles. Or that the water should be warm and not hot,
like that for an adult’s both.”

Ms Siwa concludes that engaging an expert in child proofing is the best way of ensuring that your house
is safe for the child. .”..cceeveeercrecneennes Daily Nation, Wednesday 9" November 2016.

Terror alert: Al Shabaab plans to attack PSV vehicles, border areas in Kenya

Police have issued an alert following alleged plans by terror groups Al-Shabaab and ISIS to attack public
service vehicles, border regions and Mombasa. This is based on intelligence gathered on the groups’
planned activities ahead of the Festive Season. Inspector General of police Joseph Boinnet said Al-Shabaab
still remains a major threat in areas along the common border.

“Daesh, also known as ISIS is equally among our major concern. Available information show that ISIS still
continue to target our youths for recruitment online, but elaborate efforts have been employed to deal
with the attempts of group to indoctrinate our youths,” said Boinnet in a statement.

He said the targets include security personnel, and establishments along the border as well as PSVs plying
routes along the border. Boinnet urged members of the public to help by being vigilant and sharing
information. He added that Al-Shaabab, which has been blamed for most of the attacks in Kenya are
splitting into smaller groups and infiltrating into the country especially in Mandera, Wajir, Garissa and

Lamu Counties.
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According to the police, the group wants to take advantage of ongoing rains to get into Kolbio near
Hulugho, Garissa County. “We are also aware Al-Shabaab is planning to amass its militants in Jedahaley
area in Somalia with intention of infiltrating into the country for attacks. Some are hiding in small groups
pretending to be herders around Hida and Dambala in Somalia while plotting to sneak into the country,”
said the statement signed by spokesman George Kinoti.

The police boss warned that terror groups may exploit clan fighting in Wajir County between Degodia-
Matan and Degodia-lirail and attack. He appealed to clan elders to help in averting further fighting.

Boinnet said Al-Shabaab are making efforts to infiltrate back to Boni Forest with an intention of sneaking
to other parts of the region and attack locals. “We have deployed officers accordingly and call upon all
Kenyans to exercise higher levels of vigilance and report promptly any suspicious person or activity that
could endanger public safety or our security,” he added. .”......ccsceseeuruene.. The Standard, Tuesday 29t
November 2016.

Popular Drugs Used In Committing Crime

On October 2 last year, police investigating the ownership of a lorry believed to have been stolen from
Kenya were led by the suspects to Longonot where the decomposing body of Mr Alfred Chirchir was
found. Investigations by both Kenyan and Ugandan police established that the suspects had hired Mr
Chirchir as a driver to transport sand from Mai Mahiu to Pangani sometime in August but, along the way,
the lorry disappeared only to be found 42 days later in the neighbouring country. Also found at the scene
was a packet of Dormicum, a drug that Pharmacy and Poisons Board boss Kipkerich Koskei says should
only be administered in a very controlled environment.

Yet this is one of the many drugs now being used by criminals on unsuspecting victims in order to rob
them.

“All sedatives, hypnotics and barbiturates are supposed to be bought through prescription and every
pharmacy is supposed to account for any gramme they dispense. However, what we are seeing is a parallel
system which is part of a worldwide game. “You could say the existence of illegal chemists is fuelling the
crime but we also need to ask ourselves where those unregistered pharmacies are getting these drugs
from because they are not manufactured in Kenya,” he says.

One of the drugs that is in high supply in the criminal underworld to aid crime as established by
the Nation is Midozalam, marketed locally as Dormicum, which was in June last year approved by the US

Supreme Court to be used to administer the lethal injection.
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Legally, the drug is used by surgeons when administering anesthesia to patients before surgery or in small
guantities for managing seizures when prescribed by a doctor but its speed in knocking out victims has
turned it into a weapon of choice by criminals.

So regulated is the environment for supply and administration of this drug that all pharmacies stocking it
have to provide prescriptions used to purchase it for audit to the government. But, in the black market
where the number of unregistered pharmacies probably outnumbers the licensed ones, getting such
drugs is not as difficult.

On Tuesday the State is expected to present to court Patrick Kinyanjui Thuku, a driver belonging to Dakika
Sacco, who was arrested after an incident in which a woman was robbed in a matatu he was driving near
Kenyatta Hospital sparked countrywide outrage.

State lawyer Duncan Ondimu two weeks ago told the court that “the matter has elicited public interest,
adding it has turned out to be a complex issue which requires all leads to be pursued. But, apart from the
fact that most of the drugs being used in crimes are undetectable in the system after a while, making it
difficult for investigating authorities to establish if a victim was drugged, they wipe out someone’s
memory on what happened.

“When they wake up, they won’t remember anything, how things were stolen from them or even how
the criminal looked like,” one dealer who sells the drugs told the Nation.

Nairobi police boss Japheth Koome says they have received several similar reports. “Most victims,
however, keep quiet which makes it difficult to track down these criminals which would have been easier
since the patterns appear to be the same,” he says.

Other popular drugs being used by criminals include Benzodiazepine, a tranquilliser that is usually
prescribed for stress and which causes memory lapses, confusion and drowsiness.

Ketamine, a horse tranquilliser whose kick causes partial or total loss of memory and hallucinations, is
also common, as is GHB, also known as liquid ecstasy.

There is also Scopolamine, a drug that was used by the CIA during interrogations in the 1960s to induce
captives to give out vital secrets. It can be absorbed through the skin via a handshake and conmen have
perfected its use to make their victim incoherent, according to the police.
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But while the use of Stilnox, Rophynol and Valium, which are purchased for as little as Sh100 per pill by
prostitutes with criminal intentions has been widely known, it is the shift of drug assisted crime from bar
halls to the streets that is giving the law enforcement system a reason to worry.

It is still not known what happened to the two women who were in the same matatu belonging to Dakika
M. Sacco that Ms Karimi Mwari, who is the complainant in the case, raised in a Facebook post that sparked
outrage.

Kenya’s chaotic public transport system has for a long time made it convenient for criminals to target their
victims and it was only natural that the first case that received widespread publicity and condemnation
was in a matatu.

What is shocking, however, is the possible collusion between crew and criminals to steal from commuters
but Matatu Owners Association (MOA) Chief Executive Wambugu Kanoru says crime is everywhere and
not only in the sector.

“As you board any licensed matatu across the country note down its registration, Sacco name and route.
That way, you will help fight criminals and corruption because responsibility starts with you,” he says.
